· The graffiti is accessible from the ground level.

· The property owner provides written authorization (via this form) for PDP to remove the graffiti.

PDP will make every effort to remove graffiti within 24 hours of observing it or within 24 hours of receiving a request from a property owner (subject to weather conditions and staff availability).
